Did You Know...

..the 1st American President was from the Hudson
Valley?

Although Martin Van Buren was the 8th President of the United
States, he was the first "American President." Van Buren was
born in Kinderhook, New York in 1782. His birth was six years
after the signing of the Declaration of Independence, therefore
making him an "American Citizen." Prior to Van Buren, all United
States Presidents had been born before the revolution.

He also had a number of other "firsts" as United States President.
; Van Buren was
hefirst president
not born of British
or Irish ancestry
i but rather of Dutch
B lineage. In fact,
Van Buren isthe
only president who
did not speak
English as his
primary language
(he grew up
speaking Dutch).

NY Buren was the first
president to grant an exclusive interview to a reporter. That
interview was given in 1839 to James Gordon Bennett, Sr. of the
New York Herald.
