Town of Marbletown

Marbletown is one of our many Greenway communities located right in the heart of
Ulster County. The town stretches 55 square miles, in which its beautiful landscape
consists of marvelous hills, broken by valleys and streams including the Esopus
Creek. With 3,420 acres of protected land, plus another 5,600 acres of farms, more

than a quarter of Marbletowns area is undevel
it seems there is actually no marble in the lush countryside of Marbletown, but one

thing they do have is a lot of limestone. Starting in the 18th century, Dutch settlers

built their homes with gray, squares chunks of it, giving their walls a marbled cast.

On more than three dozen vintage structures today, that look endures.

By reference to documentary history, we find that settlement was made in this town as early as 1669 , but it was not formally
patented until June of 1703 by Cornel Henry Beekman, Captain Thomas Garton, and Captain Charles Brodhead . Marbletown was
not officially recognized as a town until March 7, 1788. By 1672, there were fifty -three houses on site in the Village of
Marbletown, most of them in which were log dwellings. The Wynkoop Lounsbery house is a pre -Revolutionary house built in
1772, in which General Washington spent the night before continuing on to Hurley. It now stands in Ulster County at Stone

Ridge, which is 400 feet above tide as well as the highest land in town. The house of Johannis Tack, which is located diagonally
opposite to the Wyncoop  -Lounsbery house, is where courts were held after the burning of Kingston in 1777. At this time it was a

public tavern.

Today Marbletowns restaurants, grocery stores, gas stations and banks, are strung mostly along Route 209, including a notable

number of businesses that specialize in massage, acupuncture and yoga. If you enjoy outdoor recreation try a hike at nearby

Samo s Poi nt Preserve whi ch i s a 5,400 acr e par k | aced wi t h hi kir
Marbletowns southern border. From just about any perspective, Marbletowns landscape, with its checkerboard of hills, pastures ,
lakes, streams and forests framed by narrow, tree sheltered roads, is a compelling Greenway Community.
