Emphasis is placed on trail projects that seek to implement the goals of the Draft Greenway Trail Vision Plan, fill in
identified gaps in the Greenway Trail System, and make improvements to currently designated Greenway Trails.

Preservation League Awards

On Wednesday, May 16", the Preservation League of New York State presented their Excellence in Historic Preservation
Awards at the League’s Annual Meeting and Awards Ceremony at the Princeton Club of New York in New York City.
These prestigious awards recognize individuals and organizations that demonstrate an outstanding commitment to the
preservation of New York State’s architectural heritage. Award recipients from the Hudson River Valley include: the
restoration of the Great Western Staircase at the New York State Capitol in Albany; The Alfred E. Smith State Office
Building in Albany; and New York’s Historic Armories: An lllustrated History (SUNY Press, 2006).

Harness Racing Museum offers Free Admission

Olana Opens for House Tours

After 18 months, Olana opened its doors on May 26" to resume its house tour program. During the 18-month interim,
Olana underwent a $2.2 million rehabilitation project which included installation of fire suppression and climate control
systems as well as upgrades to the museum to improve protection of the collections and enhance visitor experiences.

New York State Department of Environmental Conservation Hudson River Estuary Program Grants: The New York State
Department of Environmental Conservation is pleased to announce that funding is available from the Environmental Protection
Fund for Hudson River Estuary Program. This is the ninth year that these grants are being made available to municipalities and
not-for-profit corporations. All grants will be focused on preparations for the 2009 Quadricentennial as well as accomplishments
that further the Estuary Action Agenda goals of river restoration. A schedule of workshops for more information on program
eligibility, requirements, and procedure is available here. (June 29)

New York State Office of Parks, Recreation and Historic Preservation Environmental Protection Fund Matching Grants: (June 29)

Parks Program: For acquisition or development of parks and recreational facilities for projects to preserve, rehabilitate or
restore lands, waters or structures for park, recreation or conservation purposes. Funds may be awarded to
municipalities or not-for-profits with an ownership interest, for indoor or outdoor projects and must reflect the priorities
established in the NY Statewide Comprehensive Outdoor Recreation Plan (SCORP).

Historic Preservation Program: To improve, protect, preserve, rehabilitate or restore properties listed on the National or
State Registers of Historic Places. Funds are available to municipalities or not-for-profits with an ownership interest.

Heritage Areas Program: For projects to preserve, rehabilitate or restore lands, waters or structures, identified in a
management plan approved by the Commissioner. Projects must fall within a New York State Designated Heritage Area.

Acquisition: For acquisition of a permanent easement or fee title to lands, waters or structures for use by all segments
of the population for park, recreation, conservation or preservation purposes. To be used for all three program areas
where acquisition is of more importance than development.

Aquatic Invasive Species Eradication Grant Program: The New York State Department of Environmental Conservation will provide
funding for projects to eradicate aquatic species identified as being invasive within water bodies and wetlands of New York State.
Acceptable projects are proposals to kill and/or permanently remove plants or animals that meet the definition of aquatic
invasive species or aquatic nuisance species from waterbodies or wetlands in New York State. If you have any questions about

Terrestrial Invasive Species Eradication Grant Program: The New York State Department of Environmental Conservation will
provide funding for projects to eradicate aquatic and terrestrial species identified as being invasive within the boundaries of New
York State. Acceptable projects are proposals to kill and/or permanently remove plants or animals that meet the definition of
terrestrial invasive species. A list of species is included in the grant application and instructions. (June 29)

Land and Water Conservation Fund Program: A matching grant program for the acquisition, development and/or rehabilitation of
outdoor park and recreation facilities. Funds are available to municipal public agencies and Indian tribal governments. Funded
projects must reflect the priorities established in SCORP and be available to the general public. Source of funds: The National
Park Service. (June 29)

2007 Environmental Justice Community Impact Research Grant Program The New York State Department of Environmental
Conservation's Office of Environmental Justice announces the availability of Community Impact Research Grants in 2007. These
grants will provide community-based non-profit organizations with funding from $2,00 to $25,000 to conduct research and
education projects on multiple environmental harms and risks to their communities. (July 17)

Wetlands Conservation Act Standard Grants To promote the long-term conservation of North American wetland ecosystems and
the waterfowl and other migratory birds, fish and wildlife that depend on wetlands. (July 27)

Management Assistance Mini-Grant Program. Helps board and staff members and volunteer leaders develop new skills by
providing financial support to hire consultants and to help defray professional-development costs. The foundation will finance no
more than 80 percent of a project budget, and grants will not exceed $10,000. (Open)

Google’s In-Kind Advertising Services to Nonprofits This program supports organizations that share the company’s philosophy of
community service worldwide in areas such as science and technology, education, global public health, the environment, youth
advocacy, and the arts. (Open)

Conservation Trust grants from the National Geographic Society For conservation and research programs that promote the
sustainable use and preservation of the earth's biological, cultural, and historical resources. Grants of up to $20,000 each to
individuals who have conducted prior research or conservation work related to the proposed program. (Open)
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2007 Unified Funding Process Through the NYS Division of Housing and Community Renewal and the NYS Housing Trust Fund
Corporation. Capital programs and initiatives that will provide funds for a wide range of affordable housing and community
revitalization activities including: new construction, substantial rehabilitation or moderate rehabilitation of rental or owner
occupied housing; emergency repair; homebuyer assistance; facade and building renovation; streetscape enhancement,
downtown anchor creation; accessibility modifications and tenant-based rental assistance. (Deadlines Vary)

The Trust's National Preservation Endowment offers several types of financial assistance to nonprofit organizations, public
agencies, for-profit companies, and individuals involved in preservation-related projects. In 2005, through the National
Preservation Endowment, the National Trust provided almost $17 million in financial assistance and direct investment to support
preservation in cities, towns, and rural areas all over the United States.

Environmental Training and Technical Assistance Grants: Applications for training and technical-assistance funds from the
Environmental Support Center to strengthen nonprofit environmental organizations in areas including fund raising, organizational
development, and planning. Who may apply: regional, statewide, or local grass-roots organizations serving low-income or
minority constituencies that have environmental issues as a significant part of the organization's agenda. (Open)

Pollution Prevention and Economic Development: Supports projects that lead to measurable pollution prevention and economic
development results. Eligible applicants include New York State businesses, non-profit organizations and municipalities.

Waste Reduction, Recycling and Household Hazardous Waste Programs: Statewide and municipality-specific state assistance
programs for waste reduction, recycling and household hazardous waste (HHW) programs. This investment leverages local
funding in these program areas.

For 30 years, Church also improved the
landscape, creating a reflecting lake,
planting thousands of trees, and laying
out more than five miles of carriage
roads that still wind through woods and
pastures, offering sudden glimpses of
the river and Catskill Mountains, as well
as of the house, which sits upon the
estate's highest point.

In 1966, New York State purchased
Olana from Church's heirs. The house's
first-floor rooms contain dozens of the
artist's finished paintings and oil
sketches of some of his best-known
works, as well as an important
collection of furnishings designed by
Lockwood DeForest.

Miles of trails make Olana a fine place
for a walk and a picnic. Thanks to
conservation easements with nearby
farms, many of Olana’s views have
been protected.

Olana is located on Route 9G one mile south
of the Rip Van Winkle Bridge. The house is
open 10 a.m.-5 p.m. Wed.-Sun.

The Town of Putnam Valley was
incorporated in 1839. The land that
Putnam Valley occupies was left to
Colonel Beverly and Susannah Philipse
Robinson in 1751 by the Philipse
family; however, as a result of their
British loyalty during the Revolutionary
War, the State of New York confiscated
the property in 1779. In 1781, most
of the land was sold to tenant farmers
already living and farming in the
area. The Town of Putnam Valley was
part of Philipstown after Putnam
County separated from Dutchess in
1812. The Town, originally named
Quincy, changed its name in 1840
because, it is thought, the residents,
being largely Democrats, took a
skeptical view of John Quincy Adams’
political views and therefore, changed
the name to Putnam Valley. The Town
annexed a small section of the town of
Carmel in 1861.

The Town of Putnam Valley has
recently completed a draft
comprehensive plan that when adopted
will help to guide and ensure that the
natural beauty and resources of the
Town remain an asset and a defining
characteristic of its community.
