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Greenway Joint Board Meeting in NYC
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On October 10, 2007, the Hudson River Valley Greenway held a joint meeting of the Boards of the Communities Council
and the Conservancy, including the National Heritage Area, at the Sunset Terrace of Chelsea Piers in New York City. This
was the first Greenway meeting in New York City since the late 1990s, and all were pleased to be there once again.

The Greenway was privileged to have as a guest speaker the Chair of the Hudson River Park Trust, Diana Taylor. Ms.
Taylor addressed the Board members and meeting attendees, welcoming them to view the wonderful work that Hudson
River Park has been accomplishing throughout Manhattan to improve access to the River and increase parkland. Later

during the meeting, Hudson River Park President
Connie Fishman gave a presentation which
detailed the work to date and future endeavors of
the Hudson River Park. In addition to these
speakers, Chelsea Piers co-founder and Executive
Vice President David Tewksbury welcomed the
Boards and other guests to the beautiful venue
which overlooked the river on three sides.

Items for business at the meeting included the
designation of seven new Greenway Water Trail
sites, six of which are in New York City, making
the choice of meeting venue particularly
appropriate. The New York City sites included
Inwood Hill-Dykman Landing, Pier 66 at W 26"
St., Pier 84 at W 44" St., Pier 96 at W 56" St., as
well as W 72" St. and the W 79" St. Boat Basin in
Riverside Park. In addition, the Hudson River

County was also added as a Water Trail site.

Greenway Community Grants were awarded to the City of Albany in Albany County to aid in the development of the
City’s Comprehensive Plan, and to the Town of Philipstown in Putnam County to aid in the implementation of the Town’s
Comprehensive Plan. Greenway Compact Grants were awarded to the Town of Clinton in Dutchess County for the
creation of an open space plan and inventory, and to the Village of Red Hook, Dutchess County to create draft zoning
amendments that will assist in the implementation of their Centers and Greenspaces Plan.

This Board Meeting was also the first to be “webcast” via the internet, in accordance with Executive Order 3 from
Governor Spitzer. The tape of the webcast may be viewed through the Greenway website.

New Greenway Trail segments abad
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Three new segments were also added to the Greenway Land Trail at the meeting. The Conrad J. Lynn Trail in Rockland
County and the Quarry Lane Trail in Westchester County were officially designated as part of the Greenway Trail.
Additionally, the Kline Plantasies Killitie Trail, part of the Children’s Museum of Science and Technology in Rensselaer
County, was added to the Greenway Trail.



New Hudson River Valley National Heritage Area Communities ‘

During the Board Meeting, resolutions were passed acknowledging the participation of three new communities in the
National Heritage Area Program. The Town of East Greenbush and Town of Sand Lake in Rensselaer County and the
Town of Gallatin in Columbia County have all passed municipal resolutions to be included in the National Heritage Area
Program. When the National Heritage Area legislation was passed in 1996, it included a provision that the communities
within the boundaries of what was then the 22" Congressional district could choose to be included in the National
Heritage Area Program. These three communities fall within that area, and have chosen to be included in the program.

National Conversation on Climate Action

On October 4, 2007, Albany and Tarrytown were two of 70 communities across the country that
came together to discuss the science behind and what is needed to address world climate change
as part of the National Conversation on Climate Action. This is part of a series of events
convened by local government leaders and designed to build awareness of, grow support for and
engage new allies in local climate action work.

Applications for the next round of Greenway Communities Grants will be due December 12th for our January Board Meeting.

Community Spotlight

Village of Nyack

The Village of Nyack is located in Rockland County along the west bank
of the Hudson River. The land was originally settled by the Nyack
Indians who found the spot ideal for fishing. European colonists
similarly found the spot favorable when they came to the area in 1675.
By 1782, the Village of Nyack was formally incorporated.

Throughout the 18" and 19" centuries, Nyack served at the main i
commercial center of Rockland County. The village’s prominent
location along the Hudson River and its proximity to New York City
made it ideal for a variety of industries including sandstone quarrying
and shoe manufacturing. Nyack also gained prominence for its
shipbuilding capabilities which included the production of sloops,
steamboats, and pleasure craft as well as WWI and WWII vessels.

With the completion of the Tappan Zee Bridge in 1955, Nyack experienced a population boom as commercial development within
the village and the region increased significantly in response to the change in traffic patterns. However, by the 1980s Nyack
began to suffer from the urban exodus that was being experienced throughout the nation as homeowners left traditional city
centers in search of the suburbs. Nyack responded with a major downtown revitalization which resulted in the construction of the
Helen Hayes Theater and renewed opportunity for business establishments.

Today, Nyack offers a diversity of commercial and residential opportunities as well as a variety of social events. Numerous
cultural and historic venues exist as well including Riverspace Arts, the John Green House, and the Tappan Zee Playhouse. Over
the years, Nyack has been home to many notable political and cultural figures including Edward Hopper, Rosie O’Donnell, Helen
Hayes, and Princess Vera Konstantinovna of Russia who was one of the last Russian Princesses and one of the only ones to
survive the Revolution.

The Village of Nyack is currently working with the Greenway to redevelop their waterfront Memorial Park to offer enhanced
opportunities for active and passive recreation.

Trail Spotlight

Rockland County Greenway Trails

4 The Rockland County Planning Department has been hard at work designating
segments of the Greenway Trail along the Hudson River in Rockland County. The
newest trail to be designated as part of the Greenway Trail system is the Conrad J.
i Lynn Trail. Maintained by the Village of Nyack, this 1.77-mile trail segment connects
#l the southern terminus of the Upper Nyack Greenway Trail in the Village of Upper
Nyack with the northern terminus of the R.G. Esposito Trail in the Village of South
Nyack. The designation results in a continuous 6-mile stretch of trail that links four
8 municipalities. In addition to providing an important connection between designated
Greenway Trails, the Conrad J. Lynn Trail provides opportunities for trail users to
§ access the restaurants and shops in downtown Nyack as well as Memorial Park and
! the Hudson River.

The designation of the Conrad J. Lynn Trail was passed unanimously by the Joint

- Greenway Board on October 10th, 2007. Rockland County's next effort involves the
designation of the Piermont Trail. This 4.6-mile trail (including loops and links) will result in the connection of seven designated
Greenway Trails in Rockland County, linking six municipalities with almost 12-miles of continuous trail! The Greenway applauds
Rockland County for their proactive approach to Greenway Trail development. Our partners at the county and local level play a
critical role in helping the Greenway fulfill its legislative mandate to designate a contiguous network of trails along both sides of
the Hudson River from Saratoga County to NYC.

Heritage Spotlight

DeWint House

The DeWint House in Tappan, New York is an outstanding example of Hudson Valley
Colonial Dutch architecture and is the oldest surviving structure in Rockland County.

The sandstone and brick house was built in 1700 by Daniel DeClark, a Hollander who
came to America in 1676. In 1746, West Indies planter Patriot Johannes DeWint
bought the house which became a temporary headquarters of Commander-in-Chief
George Washington during the American Revolution. Washington visited the home in
Bl 1780 while inspecting a redoubt over the Hudson and again during the trial and
¥ hanging of Major John Andre, co-conspirator in Benedict Arnold’s infamous plot.
;| Washington returned in 1783 with British General Sir Guy Carleton to negotiate the
final withdrawal of the British from New York City. In 1932, the property was acquired
by the Grand Lodge of Free and Accepted Masons of the State of New York.

The house's two first-floor rooms and fully functioning kitchen have been restored and furnished to reflect the period of
Washington's occupancy. An adjacent 19th-century carriage house contains displays of artifacts uncovered at the site during
archaeological digs, as wells as items related to Washington, Andre and Arnold, and the Masons. The DeWint House is on the
National Register of Historic Places and has been designated a National Masonic Historic Site and National Historic Landmark.

The DeWint House is located at the corner of Livingston Street and Oak Tree Road in Tappan and is open from 10 a.m.-4 p.m. daily. Free
admission.

Did You Know?

Did you know the Hudson Valley has its own ghost town? )

Located in northern Rockland County north of Stony Point, Doodletown was settled in 1762 and gained favor
during the Revolutionary War as a crossroads for soldiers fighting at Bear Mountain and Stony Point. A [55
century later, Doodletown had become a thriving mining community and attracted a variety of speculators
including Thomas Edison. However, by the early twentieth century the local mines had been emptied and the &
town began to decline. At the same time, Bear Mountain State Park was expanding and acquiring property §
from Doodletown’s landowners. By the 1960s, the town was abandoned.

Today Doodletown is part of Bear Mountain State Park and is a popular destination for hikers, birdwatchers,
botanists, and local historians. Many foundations, walls, and staircases are still visible and many of the
surrounding trails are maintained. The town's cemeteries contain graves ranging from centuries old to recent
burials, as former residents and their relatives can still choose to be buried there. Plaques identifying
Doodletown’s structures have been installed by the park service, listing which families owned each property
and often showing pictures of how each building originally appeared.
